Driving clinical practise: The JAC 
system is a single, fully-integrated 
and scalable solution that can be 
deployed in any location or 
environment – allowing the 
processing of pharmacy work to 
take place on the ward, supporting 
decentralised pharmacy models 
and allowing pharmacists to be 
ward-based.

Payment by Results: As the system 
captures all available elements of 
patients’ medication histories, 
when PbR was introduced the 
required information was 
accessible and could be reported 
on without further development 
of the system.

One-Stop Dispensing & Patients 
Own Drugs: The JAC system has 
been adapted in line with 
changing practise to support these 
time and money saving initiatives.

Aseptic production: The bulk 
manufacturing suite has been 
enhanced to add to the existing 
TPN functionality to support 
aseptic production of CIVAS and 
chemotherapy products – full 
integration of this suite ensures 
comprehensiveness of the patient 
medication record and automates 
stock control and the re-ordering 
of ingredients as part of the CIVAS 
dispensing process.

Discharge letters & TTAs: 
Additional system functionality 
can be used to produce detailed 
and legible discharge prescription 
and interim discharge letters. The 
outbound GP interface allows 
immediate electronic delivery of 
discharge letters to GPs.

Automation: Over 50% of JAC 
users have robotic pharmacy 
process automation in operation  
– including intelligent stock 
reconciliation, goods receipt, 
dispensing, labelling, ward box 
filling and inter-store transfer.

Managing information flows 
within pharmacy and 
externally

A single, integrated solution: 
providing system-wide access to 
rich data for consolidated 
reporting in real-time and avoiding 
the difficulties associated with 
modular systems where data can 
be isolated and difficult to access.

Patient safety and drug stock 
accountability: all stock can be 
tracked through-out the supply 
chain and integrated clinical 
decision support provides checks 
and balances on patient allergies, 
drug interactions and therapeutic 
duplicates.

External integration: 

Interfaces with PAS systems: a 
subset of patient demographics is 
provided automatically – 
presenting the user with accurate 
patient detail and avoiding 
duplicate entries and manual 
transcription errors.

Integration with finance systems: 
enables efficient real-time 
reporting of purchasing, invoicing, 
stock information and stock 

reconciliation as well as 
automating electronic purchasing 
from suppliers.

Robotic interfaces: allows any 
number of robotic devices to be 
simultaneously connected to a 
single system – providing 
enhanced interaction with robotic 
devices as well as allowing 
automation of workflow.

Uncovering the value of your 
information

The JAC system is able to gather all 
available information on drugs, 
patients, prescribers, suppliers 
and finance in real-time. 

Advanced reporting functionality 
is available to make best use of the 
data acquired by a Trust through 
scheduled and ad-hoc reporting of 
the system’s usage.

The power of this information is 
not only in the provision of 
real-time reporting but in the 
provision of information to 
analyse and adapt to/implement 
beneficial process change.
